The Holy Spirit gives different gifts to different people for the good of 

the Church, the Body of Christ. 
 

❖ Gospel: (John 20:19-23) 

The risen Jesus gives the gift of the Holy Spirit to his disciples and 

inaugurates the mission of the Church.
